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OKLAHOMA CITY – Academic Performance Index (API) scores for 2008 for every public school and district in Oklahoma were presented to the State Board of Education at its regular monthly meeting today in Oklahoma City.

The Board also learned the state's average API score for 2008 is 1279 – up

27 points from the state's average API score in 2007.

API scores range from 0 to 1500 and are calculated using seven factors:

assessment results in math and reading, ACT composite scores and participation, Advanced Placement participation, college remediation, attendance rates, and graduation and dropout rates. 

“Our API index measures performance and progress, and we’re pleased students and schools, on average, made significant improvement in key areas measured by the index over the last year,” State Superintendent Sandy Garrett said.
